A Letter from Our Council President  

To the Members and Friends of Sammamish Hills Lutheran Church- 

Happy Advent to all!  Thank you for your faithful stewardship throughout 
this year.  Thanks to your faithful giving, during the majority of this year our 
offerings and other income kept ahead of our expenses.  However, beginning 
in mid-September, we began to see an ever-sharpening turn toward a 
different pattern.  Due to a drop in offerings, by late October the Council 
began to be very concerned for our ability to end the fiscal year in good 
financial shape.  In order to end the year having met all of our commitments 
we need $161,000 in offerings by the end of December. 

Although we are operating the many ministries of the congregation with a 
minimum of staff, and our programmatic expenses are also low, we were hit, 
once again, with unanticipated building expenses. Heading the list of 
unanticipated repairs was further reconstruction of the Preschool wing to 
remove the possibility of further growth of toxic mold.  

There are a variety of other possible factors for our shortfall, including a drop 
in attendance this fall due to the H1N1 virus that is sweeping our nation.  In addition, we continue to have families affected 
by an economy that is proving slow to recover.    

If you have the ability to contribute to this shortfall and ensuring we end the year in good financial shape, will you please do 
so today?  Please feel free to ask any Council member or me  if you have any questions concerning this, or any other issue 
facing our Congregation. 

May Christõs peace be yours in this season of Advent waiting.
